Background

The quality and availability of exterior paints has led to a new vernacular use of colour in Ireland 
and Scotland (McCarthy, 2000).  Towns and villages that previously presented monochrome 
facades have developed into highly chromatic streetscapes with Tobermory on the isle of Mull 
presented as an icon of this area of urban design.  A variety of projects across the UK have 
attempted to develop these highly chromatic streetscapes communally rather than individually.
